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THE PATRIARCH’S WORD IN THE COORDINATES OF SOCIAL SPACETIME

If we consider mediaspeach in the aspect of its relation to the coordinates of social spacetime, one of its main distinctive features is the direct involvement into the general practical activity of society. This speech is for here and now. Similar quality have some variants of business speech in the management sphere. However, if the business management speech is completely closed in the coordinates of Here and Now, the media speech can also have a strategic component. In this case, the speech behavior of the subject pursues goals, implementation of which must be carried out in the future.

Let us consider the problem of interaction between the Russian Orthodox Church and the youth in the speech aspect using the example of the speech behavior of Patriarch Kirill.

The speech of the Patriarch in the internal church sphere, connected with the presentation of the youth problem, is closed in the classical official business speech frame: The preparation of Orthodox youth leaders is not the same as the complete spiritual education, possible within the walls of seminaries or theological institutions. Such training is very define, pursuing a threefold task: to give young people a strong church base, to provide tools for educational work and to identify ways for further independent spiritual development and theological education.

The speech of the Patriarch for the media sphere, which goal is achieving results in the future, is fundamentally different. In conversation with young people, speech is formed as speech, more or less included into the everyday speech behavior of the addressee: ... in the information space there is an incredible amount of what can be called information litter. Trash, this rubbish! When rubbish, garbage, unnecessary things appear in our house, we try to get rid of them, because it affects the mentality, our mood. A person gets up in the morning, and everything is scattered around, there is no need in half of these things. But when we clean our room - what a wonderful state! Wings grow - order, cleanliness! You think: "Lord, not everything is so bad!"

It is this involvement into everyday life, based on the spoken intonation, conditioned by the use of short, single and incomplete constructions, which gives a chance of success of the Patriarch's strategic communication.
